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Genesis

THE FIRST BOOK OF MOSES, CALLED GENESIS
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1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. 

2 And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters. 

3 And God said, Let there be light: and there was light.

4 And God saw the light, that it was good: and God divided the light from the darkness. 

5 And God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And the evening and the morning were the first day.

6 And God said, Let there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters from the waters. 

7 And God made the firmament, and divided the waters which were under the firmament from the waters which were above the firmament: and it was so. 

8 And God called the firmament Heaven. And the evening and the morning were the second day. 

9 And God said, Let the waters under the heaven be gathered together unto one place, and let the dry land appear: and it was so. 

10 And God called the dry land Earth; and the gathering together of the waters called he Seas: and God saw that it was good.
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1 After these things the word of the LORD came unto Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not, Abram: I am your shield, and your exceeding great reward.
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7 And Isaac spoke unto Abraham his father, and said, My father: and he said, Here I am, my son. And he said, Behold the fire and the wood: but where is the lamb for a burnt offering? 

8 And Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering: so they went both of them together. 

9 And they came to the place that God had told him of; and Abraham built an altar there, and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood. 

10 And Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to slay his son. 

11 And the angel of the LORD called unto him out of heaven, and said, Abraham, Abraham: and he said, here I am. 

12 And he said, Lay not your hand upon the lad, neither you do any thing unto him: for now I know that you fear God, seeing you have not withheld your son, your only son from me. 

13 And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and behold behind him a ram caught in a thicket by his horns: and Abraham went and took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son.
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24 And Jacob was left alone; and there wrestled a man with him until the breaking of the day. 

25 And when he saw that he prevailed not against him, he touched the hollow of his thigh; and the hollow of Jacob's thigh was out of joint, as he wrestled with him. 

26 And he said, Let me go, for the daybreak. And he said, I will not let you go, except you bless me. 

27 And he said unto him, What is your name? And he said, Jacob. 

28 And he said, your name shall be called no more Jacob, but Israel: for as a prince you have power with God and with men, and have prevailed.
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9 And God appeared unto Jacob again, when he came out of Padan-aram, and blessed him.

10 And God said unto him, Your name is Jacob: your name shall not be called any more Jacob, but Israel shall be your name: and he called his name Israel. 

11 And God said unto him, I am God Almighty: be fruitful and multiply; a nation and a company of nations shall be of you, and kings shall come out of your loins; 

12 And the land which I gave Abraham and Isaac, to you I will give it, and to your seed after you, will I give the land.
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13 And Moses said unto God, Behold, when I come unto the children of Israel, and shall say unto them, The God of your fathers have sent me unto you; and they shall say to me, What is his name? What shall I say unto them? 

14 And God said unto Moses, I AM THAT I AM: and he said, Thus shall you say unto the children of Israel, I AM has sent me unto you. 

15 And God said moreover unto Moses, Thus shall you say unto the children of Israel, The LORD God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me unto you: this is my name for ever, and this is my memorial unto all generations.
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21 And the LORD said unto Moses, When you go to return into Egypt, see that you do all those wonders before Pharaoh, which I have put in your hand: but I will harden his heart, that he shall not let the people go. 

22 And you shall say unto Pharaoh, Thus says the LORD, Israel is my son, even my firstborn: 

23 And I say unto you, Let my son go, that he may serve me: and if you refuse to let him go, behold, I will slay your son, even your firstborn.
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6 Wherefore say unto the children of Israel, I am the LORD, and I will bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians, and I will rid you out of their bondage, and I will redeem you with a stretched out arm, and with great judgments:
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5 And the LORD spoke unto Moses, Say unto Aaron, Stretch forth your hand with your rod over the streams, over the rivers, and over the ponds, and cause frogs to come up upon the land of Egypt. 

6 And Aaron stretched out his hand over the waters of Egypt; and the frogs came up, and covered the land of Egypt.
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21 And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch out your hand toward heaven, that there may be darkness over the land of Egypt, even darkness which may be felt. 

22 And Moses stretched forth his hand toward heaven; and there was a thick darkness in all the land of Egypt three days: 

23 They saw not one another, neither rose any from his place for three days: but all the children of Israel had light in their dwellings.
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1 And the LORD spoke unto Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, saying, 

2 This month shall be unto you the beginning of months: it shall be the first month of the year to you. 

3 You speak unto all the congregation of Israel, saying, In the tenth day of this month they shall take to them every man a lamb, according to the house of their fathers, a lamb for an house: 

4 And if the household be too little for the lamb, let him and his neighbour next unto his house take it according to the number of the souls; every man according to his eating shall make your count for the lamb. 

5 Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the first year: you shall take it out from the sheep, or from the goats: 

6 And you shall keep it up until the fourteenth day of the same month: and the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it in the evening. 7 And they shall take of the blood, and strike it on the two side posts and on the upper door post of the houses, wherein they shall eat it. 

8 And they shall eat the flesh in that night, roast with fire, and unleavened bread; and with bitter herbs they shall eat it. 

9 Eat not of it raw, nor sodden at all with water, but roast with fire; his head with his legs, and with the purtenance thereof. 

10 And you shall let nothing of it remain until the morning; and that which remains of it until the morning you shall burn with fire. 

11 And thus shall you eat it; with your loins girded, your shoes on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it in haste: it is the LORD'S Passover. 

12 For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the LORD. 

13 And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where you are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt. 

14 And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and you shall keep it a feast to the LORD throughout your generations; you shall keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever.
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21 And the LORD went before them by day in a pillar of a cloud, to lead them the way; and by night in a pillar of fire, to give them light; to go by day and night: 

22 He took not away the pillar of the cloud by day, nor the pillar of fire by night, from before the people.
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19 And the angel of God, which went before the camp of Israel, removed and went behind them; and the pillar of the cloud went from before their face, and stood behind them: 

20 And it came between the camp of the Egyptians and the camp of Israel; and it was a cloud and darkness to them, but it gave light by night to these: so that the one came not near the other all the night.
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2 The LORD is my strength and song, and he is become my salvation: he is my God, and I will prepare him an habitation; my father's God, and I will exalt him. 

3 The LORD is a man of war: the LORD is his name.

6 Your right hand, O LORD, is become glorious in power: your right hand, O LORD, has dashed in pieces the enemy. 

7 And in the greatness of your excellence you have overthrown them that rose up against you: you sent forth your wrath, which consumed them as stubble.

11 Who is like unto you, O LORD, among the gods? Who is like you, glorious in holiness, fearful in praises, doing wonders? 

12 You stretches out your right hand, the earth swallowed them.
13 You in your mercy have led forth the people which you have redeemed: you have guided them in your strength unto your holy habitation.
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5 You shall not bow down yourself to them, nor serve them: for I the LORD your God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me; 6 And showing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.
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14 Three times you shall keep a feast unto me in the year. 

15 You shall keep the feast of unleavened bread: (you shall eat unleavened bread seven days, as I commanded you, in the time appointed of the month Abib; for in it you came out from Egypt: and none shall appear before me empty:) 

16 And the feast of harvest, the firstfruits of your labours, which you have sown in the field: and the feast of ingathering, which is in the end of the year, when you have gathered in your labours out of the field. 

17 Three times in the year all your males shall appear before the Lord GOD. 

18 You shall not offer the blood of my sacrifice with leavened bread; neither shall the fat of my sacrifice remain until the morning.
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12 Take heed to yourself, unless you make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land where you go, unless it be for a snare in the midst of you: 

13 But you shall destroy their altars, break their images, and cut down their groves: 

14 For you shall worship no other god: for the LORD, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God: 

15 Unless you make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and they go a whoring after their gods, and do sacrifice unto their gods, and one call you, and you eat of his sacrifice; 

16 And you take of their daughters unto your sons, and their daughters go a whoring after their gods, and make your sons go a whoring after their gods. 17 You shall make you no molten gods. 

18 The feast of unleavened bread shall you keep. Seven days you shall eat unleavened bread, as I commanded you in the time of the month Abib: for in the month Abib you came out from Egypt. 

19 All that opens the matrix is mine; and every firstling among your cattle, whether ox or sheep, that is male. 

20 But the firstling of an ass you shall redeem with a lamb: and if you redeem him not, then shall you break his neck. All the firstborn of your sons you shall redeem. And none shall appear before me empty. 

21 Six days you shall work, but on the seventh day you shall rest: in earing time and in harvest you shall rest. 

22 And you shall observe the feast of weeks, of the firstfruits of wheat harvest, and the feast of ingathering at the year's end. 

23 Thrice in the year shall all your men children appear before the Lord GOD, the God of Israel. 

24 For I will cast out the nations before you, and enlarge your borders: neither shall any man desire your land, when you shall go up to appear before the LORD your God thrice in the year. 

25 You shall not offer the blood of my sacrifice with leaven; neither shall the sacrifice of the feast of the Passover be left unto the morning.
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10 And whatsoever man there be of the house of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn among you, that eats any manner of blood; I will even set my face against that soul that eats blood, and will cut him off from among his people. 

11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that makes an atonement for the soul. 

12 Therefore I said unto the children of Israel, No soul of you shall eat blood, neither shall any stranger that sojourns among you eat blood. 

13 And whatsoever man there be of the children of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn among you, which hunts and catches any beast or fowl that may be eaten; he shall even pour out the blood thereof, and cover it with dust. 14 For it is the life of all flesh; the blood of it is for the life thereof: therefore I said unto the children of Israel, You shall eat the blood of no manner of flesh: for the life of all flesh is the blood thereof: whosoever eats it shall be cut off.
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29 But if from there you shall seek the LORD your God, you shall find him, if you seek him with all your heart and with all your soul. 

30 When you are in tribulation, and all these things are come upon you, even in the latter days, if you turn to the LORD your God, and shall be obedient unto his voice; 

31 (For the LORD your God is a merciful God;) he will not forsake you, neither destroy you, nor forget the covenant of your fathers which he swore unto them. 

32 For ask now of the days that are past, which were before you, since the day that God created man upon the earth, and ask from the one side of heaven unto the other, whether there has been any such thing as this great thing is, or has been heard like it? 

33 Did ever people hear the voice of God speaking out of the midst of the fire, as you have heard, and live? 

34 Or has God assayed to go and take him a nation from the midst of another nation, by temptations, by signs, and by wonders, and by war, and by a mighty hand, and by a stretched out arm, and by great terrors, according to all that the LORD your God did for you in Egypt before your eyes? 

35 Unto you it was shown, that your mightest know that the LORD he is God; there is none else beside him.
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15 And remember that you were a servant in the land of Egypt, and that the LORD your God brought you out there through a mighty hand and by a stretched out arm: therefore the LORD your God commanded you to keep the Sabbath day. 

16 Honour your father and your mother, as the LORD your God has commanded you; that your days may be prolonged, and that it may go well with you, in the land which the LORD your God gives you. 

17 You shall not murder. 

18 Neither shall you commit adultery. 

19 Neither shall you steal. 

20 Neither shall you bear false witness against your neighbour.
21 Neither shall you desire your neighbour's wife, neither shall you covet your neighbour's house, his field, or his manservant, or his maidservant, his ox, or his ass, or any thing that is your neighbour's.
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4 Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD: 

5 And you shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your might. 

6 And these words, which I command you this day, shall be in your heart: 

7 And you shall teach them diligently unto your children, and shall talk of them when you sit in your house, and when you walk by the way, and when you lie down, and when you rise up. 

8 And you shall bind them for a sign upon your hand, and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes. 

9 And you shall write them upon the posts of your house, and on your gates. 

10 And it shall be, when the LORD your God shall have brought you into the land, which he swore unto your fathers, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, to give you great and goodly cities, which you built not, 

11 And houses full of all good things, which you filled not, and wells dug, which you dug not, vineyards and olive trees, which you planted not; when you shall have eaten and be full; 

12 Then beware lest you forget the LORD, which brought you forth out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage. 

13 You shall fear the LORD your God, and serve him, and shall swear by his name. 

14 You shall not go after other gods, of the gods of the people, which are round about you; 

15 (For the LORD your God is a jealous God among you) unless the anger of the LORD you God be kindled against you, and destroy you from off the face of the earth.
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9 Know therefore that the LORD your God, he is God, the faithful God, which keeps covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep his commandments to a thousand generations;

17 If you shall say in your heart, These nations are more than I; how can I dispossess them? 

18 You shall not be afraid of them: but shall well remember what the LORD your God did unto Pharaoh, and unto all Egypt;
19 The great temptations which your eyes saw, and the signs, and the wonders, and the mighty hand, and the stretched out arm, whereby the LORD your God brought you out: so shall the LORD your God do unto all the people of whom you are afraid. 

20 Moreover the LORD your God will send the hornet among them, until they that are left, and hide themselves from you, be destroyed. 

21 You shall not be affrighted at them: for the LORD your God is among you, a mighty God and terrible.
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24 You have been rebellious against the LORD from the day that I knew you. 

25 Thus I fell down before the LORD forty days and forty nights, as I fell down at the first; because the LORD had said he would destroy you. 

26 I prayed therefore unto the LORD, and said, O Lord GOD, destroy not your people and their inheritance, which you have redeemed through your greatness, which you have brought forth out of Egypt with a mighty hand. 

27 Remember your servants, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; look not unto the stubbornness of this people, nor to their wickedness, nor to their sin: 

28 Unless the land where you brought us out say, Because the LORD was not able to bring them into the land which he promised them, and because he hated them, he has brought them out to slay them in the wilderness. 

29 Yet they are your people and their inheritance, which you brought out by your mighty power and by your stretched out arm.
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1 Therefore you shall love the LORD your God, and keep his charge, and his statutes, and his judgments, and his commandments, always. 

2 And you know this day: for I speak not with your children which have not known, and which have not seen the chastisement of the LORD your God, his greatness, his mighty hand, and his stretched out arm,
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22 Even as the roebuck and the hart is eaten, so you shall eat them: the unclean and the clean shall eat of them alike. 

23 Only be sure that you eat not the blood: for the blood is the life; and you may not eat the life with the flesh. 

24 You shall not eat it; you shall pour it upon the earth as water. 

25 You shall not eat it; that it may go well with you, and with your children after you, when you shall do that which is right in the sight of the LORD.
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5 And you shall speak and say before the LORD your God, A Syrian ready to perish was my father, and he went down into Egypt, and sojourned there with a few, and became there a nation, great, mighty, and populous: 

6 And the Egyptians evil entreated us, and afflicted us, and laid upon us hard bondage: 

7 And when we cried unto the LORD God of our fathers, the LORD heard our voice, and looked on our affliction, and our labour, and our oppression: 

8 And the LORD brought us forth out of Egypt with a mighty hand, and with an outstretched arm, and with great terribleness, and with signs, and with wonders: 

9 And he has brought us into this place, and has given us this land, even a land that flows with milk and honey.
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1 Give ear, O you heavens, and I will speak; and hear, O earth, the words of my mouth. 

2 My doctrine shall drop as the rain, my speech shall distil as the dew, as the small rain upon the tender herb, and as the showers upon the grass: 

3 Because I will publish the name of the LORD: ascribe you greatness unto our God. 

4 He is the Rock, his work is perfect: for all his ways are judgment: a God of truth and without iniquity, just and right is he. 

5 They have corrupted themselves, their spot is not the spot of his children: they are a perverse and crooked generation. 

6 You do thus requite the LORD, O foolish people and unwise? Is not he your father that has bought you? Has he not made you, and established you? 7 Remember the days of old, consider the years of many generations: ask your father, and he will show you; your elders, and they will tell you.

 8 When the most High divided to the nations their inheritance, when he separated the sons of Adam, he set the bounds of the people according to the number of the children of Israel. 

9 For the LORD'S portion is his people; Jacob is the lot of his inheritance.
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1 And this is the blessing, where with Moses the man of God blessed the children of Israel before his death. 

2 And he said, The LORD came from Sinai, and rose up from Seir unto them; he shined forth from mount Paran, and he came with ten thousands of saints: from his right hand went a fiery law for them. 

3 Yea, he loved the people; all his saints are in your hand: and they sat down at your feet; every one shall receive of your words. 

4 Moses commanded us a law, even the inheritance of the congregation of Jacob.
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32 And the people flew upon the spoil, and took sheep, and oxen, and calves, and slew them on the ground: and the people did eat them with the blood. 

33 Then they told Saul, saying, Behold, the people sin against the LORD, in that they eat with the blood. And he said, You have transgressed: roll a great stone unto me this day. 

34 And Saul said, Disperse yourselves among the people, and say unto them, Bring me here every man his ox, and every man his sheep, and slay them here, and eat; and sin not against the LORD in eating with the blood. And all the people brought every man his ox with him that night, and slew them there.
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8 Then the earth shook and trembled; the foundations of heaven moved and shook, because he was wroth. 

9 There went up a smoke out of his nostrils, and fire out of his mouth devoured: coals were kindled by it. 

10 He bowed the heavens also, and came down; and darkness was under his feet. 

11 And he rode upon a cherub, and did fly: and he was seen upon the wings of the wind. 

12 And he made darkness pavilions round about him, dark waters, and thick clouds of the skies. 

13 Through the brightness before him were coals of fire kindled. 

14 The LORD thundered from heaven, and the most High uttered his voice. 15 And he sent out arrows, and scattered them; lightning, and discomfited them. 

16 And the channels of the sea appeared, the foundations of the world were discovered, at the rebuking of the LORD, at the blast of the breath of his nostrils. 

17 He sent from above, he took me; he drew me out of many waters;
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41 Moreover concerning a stranger, that is not of your people Israel, but cometh out of a far country for your name's sake; 

42 (For they shall hear of your great name, and of your strong hand, and of your stretched out arm;) when he shall come and pray toward this house; 

43 You hear in heaven your dwelling place, and do according to all that the stranger calls to you for: that all people of the earth may know your name, to fear you, as do your people Israel; and that they may know that this house, which I have built, is called by your name.

53 For you did separate them from among all the people of the earth, to be your inheritance, as you spoke by the hand of Moses your servant, when you brought our fathers out of Egypt, O Lord GOD. 

54 And it was so, that when Solomon had made an end of praying all this prayer and supplication unto the LORD, he arose from before the altar of the LORD, from kneeling on his knees with his hands spread up to heaven. 

55 And he stood, and blessed all the congregation of Israel with a loud voice, saying, 56 Blessed be the LORD, that has given rest unto his people Israel, according to all that he promised: there has not failed one word of all his good promise, which he promised by the hand of Moses his servant. 

57 The LORD our God be with us, as he was with our fathers: let him not leave us, nor forsake us: 

58 That he may incline our hearts unto him, to walk in all his ways, and to keep his commandments, and his statutes, and his judgments, which he commanded our fathers. 

59 And let these my words, wherewith I have made supplication before the LORD, be nigh unto the LORD our God day and night, that he maintain the cause of his servant, and the cause of his people Israel at all times, as the matter shall require: 

60 That all the people of the earth may know that the LORD is God, and that there is none else.
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22 And Judah did evil in the sight of the LORD, and they provoked him to jealousy with their sins which they had committed, above all that their fathers had done. 

23 For they also built them high places, and images, and groves, on every high hill, and under every green tree. 

24 And there were also sodomites in the land: and they did according to all the abominations of the nations, which the LORD cast out before the children of Israel.
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16 And in the fifth year of Joram the son of Ahab king of Israel, Jehoshaphat began then king of Judah, Jehoram the son of Jehoshaphat king of Judah began to reign. 

17 Thirty and two years old was he when he began to reign; and he reigned eight years in Jerusalem. 

18 And he walked in the way of the kings of Israel, as did the house of Ahab: for the daughter of Ahab was his wife: and he did evil in the sight of the LORD. 

19 Yet the LORD would not destroy Judah for David his servant's sake, as he promised him to give him alway a light, and to his children.
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31 That they may fear you, to walk in your ways, so long as they live in the land which you gave unto our fathers. 

32 Moreover concerning the stranger, which is not of your people Israel, but is come from a far country for your great name's sake, and your mighty hand, and your stretched out arm; if they come and pray in this house; 

33 Then you hear from the heavens, even from your dwelling place, and do according to all that the stranger calls to you for; that all people of the earth may know your name, and fear you, as do your people Israel, and may know that this house which I have built is called by your name.
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5 Jehoram was thirty and two years old when he began to reign, and he reigned eight years in Jerusalem. 

6 And he walked in the way of the kings of Israel, like as did the house of Ahab: for he had the daughter of Ahab to wife: and he wrought that which was evil in the eyes of the LORD. 

7 Howbeit the LORD would not destroy the house of David, because of the covenant that he had made with David, and as he promised to give a light to him and to his sons for ever.
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9 And did see the affliction of our fathers in Egypt, and hear their cry by the Red sea; 

10 And showed signs and wonders upon Pharaoh, and on all his servants, and on all the people of his land: for you knew that they dealt proudly against them. So did you get you a name, as it is this day. 

11 And you did divide the sea before them, so that they went through the midst of the sea on the dry land; and their persecutors you threw into the deeps, as a stone into the mighty waters. 

12 Moreover you lead them in the day by a cloudy pillar; and in the night by a pillar of fire, to give them light in the way wherein they should go. 

13 You came down also upon mount Sinai, and spoke with them from heaven, and gave them right judgments, and true laws, good statutes and commandments:

18 Yea, when they had made them a molten calf, and said, This is your God that brought you up out of Egypt, and had wrought great provocations; 

19 Yet you in your manifold mercies forsook them not in the wilderness: the pillar of the cloud departed not from them by day, to lead them in the way; neither the pillar of fire by night, to show them light, and the way wherein they should go.
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12 Men groan from out of the city, and the soul of the wounded cried out: yet God laid not folly to them. 

13 They are of those that rebel against the light; they know not the ways thereof, nor abide in the paths thereof. 

14 The murderer rising with the light kills the poor and needy, and in the night is as a thief. 

15 The eye also of the adulterer waits for the twilight, saying, No eye shall see me: and disguises his face. 

16 In the dark they dig through houses, which they had marked for themselves in the daytime: they know not the light.
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CHAPTER 33

27 He looked upon men, and if any say, I have sinned, and perverted that which was right, and it profited me not; 

28 He will deliver his soul from going into the pit, and his life shall see the light. 

29 Lo, all these things works God oftentimes with man, 

30 To bring back his soul from the pit, to be enlightened with the light of the living.
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CHAPTER 35

CHAPTER 36

30 Behold, he spreads his light upon it, and covers the bottom of the sea. 31 For by them judges he the people; he gives meat in abundance. 

32 With clouds he covers the light; and commands it not to shine by the cloud that comes betwixt.
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6 I have called upon you, for you will hear me, O God: incline your ear unto me, and hear my speech. 

7 Show your marvellous lovingkindness, O you that saves by your right hand them which put their trust in you from those that rise up against them.
CHAPTER 18

7 Then the earth shook and trembled; the foundations also of the hills moved and were shaken, because he was angered. 

8 There went up a smoke out of his nostrils, and fire out of his mouth devoured: coals were kindled by it. 

9 He bowed the heavens also, and came down: and darkness was under his feet. 

10 And he rode upon a cherub, and did fly: yea, he did fly upon the wings of the wind. 

11 He made darkness his secret place; his pavilion round about him were dark waters and thick clouds of the skies. 

12 At the brightness that was before him his thick clouds passed, hail stones and coals of fire. 

13 The LORD also thundered in the heavens, and the Highest gave his voice; hail stones and coals of fire. 

14 Yea, he sent out his arrows, and scattered them; and he shot out lightnings, and discomfited them. 

15 Then the channels of waters were seen, and the foundations of the world were discovered at thy rebuke, O LORD, at the blast of the breath of your nostrils. 

16 He sent from above, he took me, he drew me out of many waters.

21 For I have kept the ways of the LORD, and have not wickedly departed from my God. 

22 For all his judgments were before me, and I did not put away his statutes from me. 

23 I was also upright before him, and I kept myself from mine iniquity. 

24 Therefore has the LORD recompensed me according to my righteousness, according to the cleanness of my hands in his eyesight. 

25 With the merciful you will show yourself merciful; with an upright man you will show yourself upright; 

26 With the pure you will show yourself pure; and with the forward you will show yourself forward. 

27 For you will save the afflicted people; but will bring down high looks. 

28 For you will light my candle: the LORD my God will enlighten my darkness.

31 For who is God save the LORD? Or who is a rock save our God? 

32 It is God that girds me with strength, and makes my way perfect. 

33 He makes my feet like hinds' feet, and sets me upon my high places. 

34 He teaches my hands to war, so that a bow of steel is broken by mine arms. 

35 You have also given me the shield of your salvation: and your right hand has held me up, and your gentleness has made me great.
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4 You are granted according to your own heart, and fulfil all your counsel. 

5 We will rejoice in your salvation, and in the name of our God we will set up our banners: the LORD fulfil all your petitions. 

6 Now know I that the LORD saves his anointed; he will hear him from his holy heaven with the saving strength of his right hand.
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1 The LORD is my light and my salvation; whom shall I fear? the LORD is the strength of my life; of whom shall I be afraid? 

2 When the wicked, even mine enemies and my foes, came upon me to eat up my flesh, they stumbled and fell.
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7 How excellent is your lovingkindness, O God! Therefore the children of men put their trust under the shadow of your wings. 

8 They shall be abundantly satisfied with the fatness of your house; and you shall make them drink of the river of thy pleasures. 

9 For with you is the fountain of life: in your light shall we see light. 

10 O continue your lovingkindness unto them that know you; and your righteousness to the upright in heart.

CHAPTER 37

3 Trust in the LORD, and do good; so shall you dwell in the land, and verily you shall be fed. 

4 Delight yourself also in the LORD; and he shall give you the desires of your heart. 

5 Commit your way unto the LORD; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to pass. 

6 And he shall bring forth your righteousness as the light, and your judgment as the noonday. 

7 Rest in the LORD, and wait patiently for him: fret not yourself because of him who prospers in his way, because of the man who brings wicked devices to pass. 

8 Cease from anger, and forsake wrath: fret not yourself in any wise to do evil. 

9 For evildoers shall be cut off: but those that wait upon the LORD, they shall inherit the earth.
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1 We have heard with our ears, O God, our fathers have told us, what work you did in their days, in the times of old. 

2 How you did drive out the heathen with your hand, and planted them; how you did afflict the people, and cast them out. 

3 For they got not the land in possession by their own sword, neither did their own arm save them: but your right hand, and your arm, and the light of your countenance, because you had a favour unto them.

20 If we have forgotten the name of our God, or stretched out our hands to a strange god; 

21 Shall not God search this out? For he knows the secrets of the heart.

CHAPTER 45

3 Gird your sword upon your thigh, O most mighty, with your glory and your majesty. 

4 And in your majesty ride prosperously because of truth and meekness and righteousness; and your right hand shall teach you terrible things. 

5 Your arrows are sharp in the heart of the king's enemies; whereby the people fall under you. 

6 Your throne, O God, is for ever and ever: the sceptre of your kingdom is a right sceptre. 

7 You love righteousness, and hate wickedness: therefore God, my God, has anointed you with the oil of gladness above your fellows.
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CHAPTER 48

10 According to your name, O God, so is your praise unto the ends of the earth: your right hand is full of righteousness. 

11 Let mount Zion rejoice, let the daughters of Judah be glad, because of your judgments. 

12 Walk about Zion, and go round about her: tell the towers thereof.
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1 O God, the heathen are come into your inheritance; your holy temple have they defiled; they have laid Jerusalem on heaps. 

2 The dead bodies of your servants have they given to be meat unto the fowls of the heaven, the flesh of your saints unto the beasts of the earth. 

3 Their blood have they shed like water round about Jerusalem; and there was none to bury them. 

4 We are become a reproach to our neighbours, a scorn and derision to them that are round about us. 

5 How long, LORD? Will you be angry for ever? Shall your jealousy burn like fire? 

6 Pour out your wrath upon the heathen that have not known you, and upon the kingdoms that have not called upon your name. 

7 For they have devoured Jacob, and laid waste his dwelling place.
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15 Blessed is the people that know the joyful sound: they shall walk, O LORD, in the light of your countenance. 

16 In your name shall they rejoice all the day: and in your righteousness shall they be exalted. 

17 For you are the glory of their strength: and in your favour our horn shall be exalted. 

18 For the LORD is our defense; and the Holy One of Israel is our king.
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1 Bless the LORD, O my soul. O LORD my God, you are very great; you are clothed with honour and majesty. 

2 Who covers yourself with light as with a garment: who stretches out the heavens like a curtain: 

3 Who lays the beams of his chambers in the waters: who makes the clouds his chariot: who walks upon the wings of the wind: 

4 Who makes his angels spirits; his ministers a flaming fire:

5 Who laid the foundations of the earth, that it should not be removed for ever.

6 You covered it with the deep as with a garment: the waters stood above the mountains.
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1 You praise the LORD. You praise the LORD from the heavens: praise him in the heights. 

2 You praise him, all his angels: you praise him, all his hosts. 

3 You praise him, sun and moon: praise him, all you stars of light. 

4 Praise him, your heavens of heavens, and your waters that be above the heavens. 

5 Let them praise the name of the LORD: for he commanded, and they were created. 

6 He has also established them for ever and ever: he has made a decree, which shall not pass. 

7 Praise the LORD from the earth, your dragons, and all deeps: 

8 Fire, and hail; snow, and vapour; stormy wind fulfilling his word: 

9 Mountains, and all hills; fruitful trees, and all cedars: 

10 Beasts, and all cattle; creeping things, and flying fowl: 

11 Kings of the earth, and all people; princes, and all judges of the earth: 

12 Both young men, and maidens; old men, and children: 

13 Let them praise the name of the LORD: for his name alone is excellent; his glory is above the earth and heaven. 

14 He also exalted the horn of his people, the praise of all his saints; even of the children of Israel, a people near unto him. You praise the LORD.
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127 Therefore I love your commandments above gold; yea, above fine gold. 

128 Therefore I esteem all your precepts concerning all things to be right; and I hate every false way 

129 Your testimonies are wonderful: therefore does my soul keep them. 

130 The entrance of your words gives light; it gives understanding unto the simple.
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4 Behold, he that keeps Israel shall neither slumber nor sleep. 

5 The LORD is your keeper: the LORD is your shade upon your right hand. 

6 The sun shall not smite you by day, nor the moon by night. 

7 The LORD shall preserve you from all evil: he shall preserve your soul. 

8 The LORD shall preserve your going out and your coming in from this time forth, and even for evermore.
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4 But there is forgiveness with you, that you may be feared. 

5 I wait for the LORD, my soul does wait, and in his word do I hope. 

6 My soul waits for the Lord more than they that watch for the morning: I say, more than they that watch for the morning. 

7 Let Israel hope in the LORD: for with the LORD there is mercy, and with him is plenteous redemption. 

8 And he shall redeem Israel from all his iniquities.
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8 If I ascend up into heaven, you are there: if I make my bed in hell, behold, you are there. 

9 If I take the wings of the morning, and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea;

10 Even there shall your hand lead me, and your right hand shall hold me. 

11 If I say, Surely the darkness shall cover me; even the night shall be light about me. 

12 Yea, the darkness hides not from you; but the night shines as the day: the darkness and the light are both alike to you.
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Proverbs

CHAPTER 1

23 Turn you at my reproof: behold, I will pour out my spirit unto you, I will make known my words unto you. 

24 Because I have called, and you refused; I have stretched out my hand, and no man regarded;
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4 Who has ascended up into heaven, or descended? Who has gathered the wind in his fists? Who has bound the waters in a garment? Who has established all the ends of the earth? What is his name, and what is his son's name, if you can’t tell? 

5 Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their trust in him.
CHAPTER 31

Ecclesiastes
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10 I have seen the travail, which God has given to the sons of men to be exercised in it. 

11 He has made every thing beautiful in his time: also he has set the world in their heart, so that no man can find out the work that God made from the beginning to the end. 

12 I know that there is no good in them, but for a man to rejoice, and to do good in his life. 

13 And also that every man should eat and drink, and enjoy the good of all his labour, it is the gift of God.
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12 And further, by these, my son, be admonished: of making many books there is no end; and much study is a weariness of the flesh. 

13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man. 

14 For God shall bring every work into judgment, with every secret thing, whether it be good, or whether it be evil.
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2 And it shall come to pass in the last days, that the mountain of the LORD'S house shall be established in the top of the mountains, and shall be exalted above the hills; and all nations shall flow unto it. 

3 And many people shall go and say, you come, and let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; and he will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for out of Zion shall go forth the law, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. 

4 And he shall judge among the nations, and shall rebuke many people: and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up sword against nations, neither shall they learn war any more. 

5 O house of Jacob, come ye, and let us walk in the light of the LORD.
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18 Woe unto them that draw iniquity with cords of vanity, and sin as it were with a cart rope: 

19 That say, Let him make speed, and hasten his work, that we may see it: and let the counsel of the Holy One of Israel draw nigh and come, that we may know it! 

20 Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!

25 Therefore is the anger of the LORD kindled against his people, and he has stretched forth his hand against them, and has smitten them: and the hills did tremble, and their carcases were torn in the midst of the streets. For all this his anger is not turned away, but his hand is stretched out still. 

26 And he will lift up an ensign to the nations from far, and will hiss unto them from the end of the earth: and, behold, they shall come with speed swiftly: 

27 None shall be weary nor stumble among them; none shall slumber nor sleep; neither shall the girdle of their loins be loosed, nor the latchet of their shoes be broken:
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13 And he said, You hear now, O house of David; Is it a small thing for you to weary men, but will you weary my God also? 

14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel. 

15 Butter and honey shall he eat, that he may know to refuse the evil, and choose the good.
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4 The noise of a multitude in the mountains, like as of a great people; a tumultuous noise of the kingdoms of nations gathered together: the LORD of hosts musters the host of the battle. 

5 They come from a far country, from the end of heaven, even the LORD, and the weapons of his indignation, to destroy the whole land. 

6 You howl; for the day of the LORD is at hand; it shall come as a destruction from the Almighty. 

7 Therefore shall all hands be faint, and every man's heart shall melt: 

8 And they shall be afraid: pangs and sorrows shall take hold of them; they shall be in pain as a woman that travails: they shall be amazed one at another; their faces shall be as flames. 

9 Behold, the day of the LORD comes, cruel both with wrath and fierce anger, to lay the land desolate: and he shall destroy the sinners thereof out of it.
CHAPTER 14

26 This is the purpose that is purposed upon the whole earth: and this is the hand that is stretched out upon all the nations. 

27 For the LORD of hosts has purposed, and who shall disannul it? And his hand is stretched out, and who shall turn it back?
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1 Keep silence before me, O islands; and let the people renew their strength: let them come near; then let them speak: let us come near together to judgment. 

2 Who raised up the righteous man from the east, called him to his foot, gave the nations before him, and made him rule over kings? He gave them as the dust to his sword, and as driven stubble to his bow. 

3 He pursued them, and passed safely; even by the way that he had not gone with his feet. 

4 Who has wrought and done it, calling the generations from the beginning? I the LORD, the first, and with the last; I am he.

8 Drop down, your heavens, from above, and let the skies pour down righteousness: let the earth open, and let them bring forth salvation, and let righteousness spring up together; I the LORD have created it.

17 But Israel shall be saved in the LORD with an everlasting salvation: you shall not be ashamed nor confounded world without end. 

18 For thus says the LORD that created the heavens; God himself that formed the earth and made it; he has established it, he created it not in vain, he formed it to be inhabited: I am the LORD; and there is none else.
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12 Hearken unto me, O Jacob and Israel, my called; I am he; I am the first, I also am the last. 

13 Mine hand also has laid the foundation of the earth, and my right hand has spanned the heavens: when I call unto them, they stand up together. 

14 All you, assemble yourselves, and hear; which among them has declared these things? The LORD has loved him: he will do his pleasure on Babylon, and his arm shall be on the Chaldeans. 

15 I, even I, have spoken; yea, I have called him: I have brought him, and he shall make his way prosperous. 

16 You come near unto me, you hear this; I have not spoken in secret from the beginning; from the time that it was, there am I: and now the Lord GOD, and his Spirit, has sent me. 

17 Thus says the LORD, your Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel; I am the LORD your God which teaches you to profit, which leads you by the way that you should go. 

18 O that you have hearkened to my commandments! Then had your peace been as a river, and your righteousness as the waves of the sea: 

19 Your seed also had been as the sand, and the offspring of your bowels like the gravel thereof; his name should not have been cut off nor destroyed from before me.

CHAPTER 49

5 And now, says the LORD that formed me from the womb to be his servant, to bring Jacob again to him, Though Israel be not gathered, yet shall I be glorious in the eyes of the LORD, and my God shall be my strength.

8 Your watchmen shall lift up the voice; with the voice together shall they sing: for they shall see eye to eye, when the LORD shall bring again Zion. 

9 Break forth into joy, sing together, your waste places of Jerusalem: for the LORD has comforted his people, he has redeemed Jerusalem.

11 Thus shall you say unto them, The gods that have not made the heavens and the earth, even they shall perish from the earth, and from under these heavens. 

12 He that made the earth by his power, he has established the world by his wisdom, and has stretched out the heavens by his discretion. 

13 When he utters his voice, there is a multitude of waters in the heavens, and he causes the vapours to ascend from the ends of the earth; he makes lightning with rain, and brings forth the wind out of his treasures. 

14 Every man is brutish in hill knowledge: every founder is confounded by the graven image: for his molten image is falsehood, and there is no breath in them.
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13 O LORD, the hope of Israel, all that forsake you shall be ashamed, and they that depart from me shall be written in the earth, because they have forsaken the LORD, the fountain of living waters. 

14 Heal me, O LORD, and I shall be healed; save me, and I shall be saved: for you are my praise. 

15 Behold, they say unto me, Where is the word of the LORD? Let it come now.
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CHAPTER 31

6 For there shall be a day, that the watchmen upon the mount Ephraim shall cry, You arise, and let us go up to Zion unto the LORD our God. 

7 For thus said the LORD; Sing with gladness for Jacob, and shout among the chief of the nations: you publish, you praise, and say, O LORD, save your people, the remnant of Israel. 

8 Behold, I will bring them from the north country, and gather them from the coasts of the earth, and with them the blind and the lame, the woman with child and her that travails with child together: a great company shall return there. 

9 They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will cause them to walk by the rivers of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my firstborn. 

10 Hear the word of the LORD, O you nations, and declare it in the isles afar off, and say, He that scattered Israel will gather him, and keep him, as a shepherd does his flock. 

11 For the LORD has redeemed Jacob, and ransomed him from the hand of him that was stronger than he. 

12 Therefore they shall come and sing in the height of Zion, and shall flow together to the goodness of the LORD, for wheat, and for wine, and for oil, and for the young of the flock and of the herd: and their soul shall be as a watered garden; and they shall not sorrow any more at all. 

13 Then shall the virgin rejoice in the dance, both young men and old together: for I will turn their mourning into joy, and will comfort them, and make them rejoice from their sorrow.

29 I will also save you from all your uncleanness: and I will call for the corn, and will increase it, and lay no famine upon you. 

30 And I will multiply the fruit of the tree, and the increase of the field, that you shall receive no more reproach of famine among the heathen. 

31 Then shall you remember your own evil ways, and your doings that were not good, and shall lothe yourselves in your own sight for your iniquities and for your abominations. 

32 Not for your sakes do I this, says the Lord GOD, be it known unto you: be ashamed and confounded for your own ways, O house of Israel. 

33 Thus says the Lord GOD; In the day that I shall have cleansed you from all your iniquities I will also cause you to dwell in the cities, and the wastes shall be built. 

34 And the desolate land shall be tilled, whereas it lay desolate in the sight of all that passed by. 

35 And they shall say, This land that was desolate is become like the garden of Eden; and the waste and desolate and ruined cities are become fenced, and are inhabited. 

36 Then the heathen that are left round about you shall know that I the LORD build the ruined places, and plant that that was desolate: I the LORD have spoken it, and I will do it.

CHAPTER 37

1 The hand of the LORD was upon me, and carried me out in the spirit of the LORD, and set me down in the midst of the valley which was full of bones, 

2 And caused me to pass by them round about: and, behold, there were very many in the open valley; and, lo, they were very dry.

9 Then said he unto me, Prophesy unto the wind, prophesy, son of man, and say to the wind, Thus says the Lord GOD; Come from the four winds, O breath, and breathe upon these slain, that they may live. 

10 So I prophesied as he commanded me, and the breath came into them, and they lived, and stood up upon their feet, an exceeding great army. 

11 Then he said unto me, Son of man, these bones are the whole house of Israel: behold, they say, Our bones are dried, and our hope is lost: we are cut off for our parts. 

12 Therefore prophesy and say unto them, Thus says the Lord GOD; Behold, O my people, I will open your graves, and cause you to come up out of your graves, and bring you into the land of Israel. 

13 And you shall know that I am the LORD, when I have opened your graves, O my people, and brought you up out of your graves, 

14 And shall put my spirit in you, and you shall live, and I shall place you in your own land: then shall you know that I the LORD have spoken it, and performed it, says the LORD. 

15 The word of the LORD came again unto me, saying, 

16 Moreover, you son of man, you take one stick, and write upon it, For Judah, and for the children of Israel his companions: then take another stick, and write upon it, For Joseph, the stick of Ephraim, and for all the house of Israel his companions: 

17 And join them one to another into one stick; and they shall become one in your hand.
CHAPTER 38

19 For in my jealousy and in the fire of my wrath have I spoken, Surely in that day there shall be a great shaking in the land of Israel; 

20 So that the fishes of the sea, and the fowls of the heaven, and the beasts of the field, and all creeping things that creep upon the earth, and all the men that are upon the face of the earth, shall shake at my presence, and the mountains shall be thrown down, and the steep places shall fall, and every wall shall fall to the ground. 

21 And I will call for a sword against him throughout all my mountains, says the Lord GOD: every man's sword shall be against his brother. 

22 And I will plead against him with pestilence and with blood; and I will rain upon him, and upon his bands, and upon the many people that are with him, an overflowing rain, and great hailstones, fire, and brimstone. 

23 Thus will I magnify myself, and sanctify myself; and I will be known in the eyes of many nations, and they shall know that I am the LORD.

24 According to their uncleanness and according to their transgressions have I done unto them, and hid my face from them. 

25 Therefore thus says the Lord GOD; Now will I bring again the captivity of Jacob, and have mercy upon the whole house of Israel, and will be jealous for my holy name; 

26 After that they have borne their shame, and all their trespasses whereby they have trespassed against me, when they dwelt safely in their land, and none made them afraid. 

27 When I have brought them again from the people, and gathered them out of their enemies' lands, and am sanctified in them in the sight of many nations; 

28 Then shall they know that I am the LORD their God, which caused them to be led into captivity among the heathen: but I have gathered them unto their own land, and have left none of them any more there. 

29 Neither will I hide my face any more from them: for I have poured out my spirit upon the house of Israel, says the Lord GOD.

9 In the same day also will I punish all those that leap on the threshold, which fill their masters' houses with violence and deceit. 

10 And it shall come to pass in that day, says the LORD, that there shall be the noise of a cry from the fish gate, and an howling from the second, and a great crashing from the hills.

11 Howl, you inhabitants of Maktesh, for all the merchant people are cut down; all they that bear silver are cut off. 

12 And it shall come to pass at that time, that I will search Jerusalem with candles, and punish the men that are settled on their lees: that say in their heart, The LORD will not do good, neither will he do evil.

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29 Jesus answered and said unto them, You do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God. 

30 For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven. 

31 But as touching the resurrection of the dead, have you not read that which was spoken unto you by God, saying, 

32 I am the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob? God is not the God of the dead, but of the living. 

33 And when the multitude heard this, they were astonished at his doctrine.
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30 Verily I say unto you, that this generation shall not pass, until all these things be done. 

31 Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away. 32 But of that day and that hour knows no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, but the Father. 

33 You take heed, watch and pray: for you know not when the time is. 

34 For the Son of man is as a man taking a far journey, who left his house, and gave authority to his servants, and to every man his work, and commanded the porter to watch. 

35 You Watch therefore: for you know not when the master of the house comes, at even, or at midnight, or at the cockcrowing, or in the morning: 

36 Unless coming suddenly he find you sleeping. 

37 And what I say unto you I say unto all, Watch.
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9 And his disciples asked him, saying, What might this parable be? 

10 And he said, unto you it is given to know the mysteries of the kingdom of God: but to others in parables; that seeing they might not see, and hearing they might not understand. 

11 Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God. 

12 Those by the way side are they that hear; then comes the devil, and takes away the word out of their hearts, until they should believe and be saved.

8 He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light. 

9 That was the true Light, which lights every man that comes into the world. 10 He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not. 

11 He came unto his own, and his own received him not. 

12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: 

13 Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God. 

14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth. 

15 John bare witness of him, and cried, saying, This was he of whom I spoke, He that comes after me is preferred before me: for he was before me.

16 And of his fulness have all we received, and grace for grace. 

17 For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.
18 No man has seen God at any time; the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he has declared him.

CHAPTER 2

CHAPTER 3

5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 

6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 

7 Marvel not that I said unto you, you must be born again. 

8 The wind blows where it list, and you hear the sound thereof, but can not tell where it comes, and where it goes: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.

17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved. 

18 He that believes on him is not condemned: but he that believes not is condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. 

19 And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil. 

20 For every one that does evil hates the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved. 

21 But he that does truth comes to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God. 

34 For he whom God has sent speaks the words of God: for God gives not the Spirit by measure unto him. 

35 The Father loves the Son, and has given all things into his hand. 

36 He that believes on the Son has everlasting life: and he that believes not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abides on him.
CHAPTER 4

10 Jesus answered and said unto her, If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that said to you, Give me to drink; you would have asked of him, and he would have given you living water. 

11 The woman said unto him, Sir, you have nothing to draw with, and the well is deep: from where then have you that living water? 

12 Are you greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle? 

13 Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinks of this water shall thirst again: 

14 But whosoever drinks of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life
24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.

CHAPTER 5

CHAPTER 6

45 It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every man therefore that has heard, and has learned of the Father, comes unto me. 46 Not that any man has seen the Father, save he which is of God, he has seen the Father. 

47 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believes on me has everlasting life. 48 I am that bread of life. 

49 Your fathers did eat manna in the wilderness, and are dead. 

50 This is the bread which comes down from heaven, that a man may eat thereof, and not die. 

51 I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall live for ever: and the bread that I will give is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world. 

52 The Jews therefore strove among themselves, saying, how can this man give us [his] flesh to eat? 

53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, except you eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, you have no life in you. 54 Whoso eats my flesh, and drinks my blood, has eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day. 

55 For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. 

56 He that eats my flesh, and drinks my blood, dwells in me, and I in him.
CHAPTER 7

37 In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. 

38 He that believes on me, as the scripture has said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.
CHAPTER 8

12 Then spoke Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that follows me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.
16 And yet if I judge, my judgment is true: for I am not alone, but I and the Father that sent me. 

17 It is also written in your law, that the testimony of two men is true. 

18 I am one that bears witness of myself, and the Father that sent me bears witness of me. 

19 Then said they unto him, Where is your Father? Jesus answered, you neither know me, nor my Father: if you had known me, you should have known my Father also.

53 Art you greater than our father Abraham, which is dead? And the prophets are dead: whom makes you yourself? 

54 Jesus answered, If I honour myself, my honour is nothing: it is my Father that honours me; of whom you say, that he is your God: 

55 Yet you have not known him; but I know him: and if I should say, I know him not, I shall be a liar like unto you: but I know him, and keep his saying. 

56 Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he saw it, and was glad. 57 Then said the Jews unto him, you are not yet fifty years old, and have you seen Abraham? 

58 Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I am.

CHAPTER 9

5 As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world.

CHAPTER 10

25 Jesus answered them, I told you, and you believed not: the works that I do in my Father's name, they bear witness of me. 

26 But you believe not, because you are not of my sheep, as I said unto you. 27 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: 

28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. 

29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand. 

30 I and my Father are one.
CHAPTER 11

8 His disciples say unto him, Master, the Jews of late sought to stone you; and you go there again? 

9 Jesus answered, Are there not twelve hours in the day? If any man walk in the day, he stumbles not, because he sees the light of this world. 

10 But if a man walk in the night, he stumbles, because there is no light in him.

CHAPTER 12

35 Then Jesus said unto them, yet a little while is the light with you. Walk you while have the light, unless darkness come upon you: for he that walks in darkness knows not where he goes. 

36 While you have light, believe in the light, that you may be the children of light. These things spoke Jesus, and departed, and did hide himself from them. 

44 Jesus cried and said, He that believes on me, believes not on me, but on him that sent me. 

45 And he that sees me sees him that sent me. 

46 I am come a light into the world, that whosoever believes on me should not abide in darkness.
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28 After this, Jesus knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the scripture might be fulfilled, says, I thirst. 

29 Now there was set a vessel full of vinegar: and they filled a sponge with vinegar, and put it upon hyssop, and put it to his mouth. 

30 When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost. 

31 The Jews therefore, because it was the preparation, that the bodies should not remain upon the cross on the Sabbath day, (for that Sabbath day was an high day,) besought Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that they might be taken away. 

32 Then came the soldiers, and broke the legs of the first, and of the other, which was crucified with him. 

33 But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs: 

34 But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water. 

35 And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true: and he knows that he said true, that you might believe. 

36 For these things were done, that the scripture should be fulfilled, a bone of him shall not be broken. 

37 And again another scripture said, They shall look on him whom they pierced.
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7 And, behold, the angel of the Lord came upon him, and a light shined in the prison: and he smote Peter on the side, and raised him up, saying, arise up quickly. And his chains fell off from his hands. 

8 And the angel said unto him, Gird yourself, and bind on your sandals. And so he did. And he says unto him, Cast your garment about you, and follow me. 

9 And he went out, and followed him; and was not that it was true which was done by the angel; but thought he saw a vision.

CHAPTER 13

47 For so has the Lord commanded us, saying, I have set you to be a light of the Gentiles, that you should be for salvation unto the ends of the earth.
48 And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.
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24 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwells not in temples made with hands; 

25 Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any thing, seeing he gives to all life, and breath, and all things; 

26 And has made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the earth, and has determined the times before appointed, and the bounds of their habitation; 

27 That they should seek the Lord, if haply they might feel after him, and find him, though he be not far from every one of us:
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6 And it came to pass, that, as I made my journey, and was come near unto Damascus about noon, suddenly there shown from heaven a great light round about me. 

7 And I fell unto the ground, and heard a voice saying unto me, Saul, Saul, why you persecute me? 

8 And I answered, Who are you, Lord? And he said unto me, I am Jesus of Nazareth, whom you persecuted. 

9 And they that were with me saw indeed the light, and were afraid; but they heard not the voice of him that spoke to me.
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12 Whereupon as I went to Damascus with authority and commission from the chief priests, 

13 At midday, O king, I saw in the way a light from heaven, above the brightness of the sun, shining round about me and them which journeyed with me. 

14 And when we were all fallen to the earth, I heard a voice speaking unto me, and saying in the Hebrew tongue, Saul, Saul, why you persecuted me? It is hard for you to kick against the pricks. 

15 And I said, Who are you, Lord? And he said, I am Jesus whom you persecuted.
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8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. 

9 But you are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his. 

10 And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. 

11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that rose up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwells in you. 

12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live after the flesh. 13 For if you live after the flesh, you shall die: but if you through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, you shall live. 

14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. 

15 For you have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but you have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, AbbA, Father. 

16 The Spirit itself bears witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God:

17 And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.

CHAPTER 9

1 I say the truth in Christ, I lie not, my conscience also bearing me witness in the Holy Ghost, 

2 That I have great heaviness and continual sorrow in my heart. 

3 For I could wish that myself were accursed from Christ for my brethren, my kinsmen according to the flesh: 

4 Who are Israelites; to whom pertains the adoption, and the glory, and the covenants, and the giving of the law, and the service of God, and the promises; 

5 Whose are the fathers, and of whom as concerning the flesh Christ came, who is over all, God blessed for ever. Amen.
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10 Love works no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law. 

11 And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed. 

12 The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light.

CHAPTER 14

10 Love works no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law. 

11 And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed.

12 The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light.
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21 Therefore let no man glory in men. For all things are your's; 

22 Whether Paul, or Apollos, or Cephas, or the world, or life, or death, or things present, or things to come; all are your's; 

23 And you are Christ's; and Christ is God's.
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1 Moreover, brethren, I would not that you should be ignorant, how that all our fathers were under the cloud, and all passed through the sea; 

2 And were all baptized unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea; 

3 And did all eat the same spiritual meat; 

4 And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.

17 For we being many are one bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread. 

18 Behold Israel after the flesh: are not they, which eat of the sacrifices partakers of the altar? 

19 What say I then? That the idol is any thing, or that which is offered in sacrifice to idols is any thing? 

20 But I say, that the things which the Gentiles sacrifice, they sacrifice to devils, and not to God: and I would not that you should have fellowship with devils. 

21 You cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the cup of devils: you cannot be partakers of the Lord's table, and of the table of devils. 

22 Do we provoke the Lord to jealousy? Are we stronger than he?
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3 But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: 

4 In whom the god of this world has blinded the minds of them which believe not, unless the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them. 

5 For we preach not ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord; and ourselves your servants for Jesus' sake. 

6 For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, has shined in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. 

7 But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellence of the power may be of God, and not of us.
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1 Now I say, That the heir, as long as he is a child, differs nothing from a servant, though he be lord of all; 

2 But is under tutors and governors until the time appointed of the father. 

3 Even so we, when we were children, were in bondage under the elements of the world: 

4 But when the fullness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, 

5 To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons. 

6 And because you are sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, AbbA, Father. 

7 Wherefore you are no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ.

CHAPTER 5

5 For we through the Spirit wait for the hope of righteousness by faith. 

6 For in Jesus Christ neither circumcision availed any thing, nor uncircumcision; but faith which works by love.
CHAPTER 6

Ephesians

CHAPTER 1

2 Grace be to you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ. 

3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ: 

4 According as he has chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love: 

5 Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, 

6 To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he has made us accepted in the beloved.
CHAPTER 2
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9 And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world has been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:
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8 For you were sometimes darkness, but now you are light in the Lord: walk as children of light: 

9 (For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;) 10 Proving what is acceptable unto the Lord. 

11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them. 

12 For it is a shame even to speak of those things which are done of them in secret. 

13 But all things that are reproved are made manifest by the light: for whatsoever does make manifest is light. 

14 Wherefore he says, you awake that sleeps, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall give you light. 

15 See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise, 

16 Redeeming the time, because the days are evil.

CHAPTER 6

10 Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. 11 Put on the whole armour of God, that you may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. 

12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. 

13 Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. 

14 Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; 

15 And your feet shoed with the preparation of the gospel of peace; 

16 Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith you shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. 

17 And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: 

18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints;

Philippians
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4 Rejoice in the Lord always: and again I say, Rejoice. 

5 Let your moderation be known unto all men. The Lord is at hand. 

6 Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.
Colossians

CHAPTER 1

9 For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to desire that you might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; 

10 That you might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of God; 

11 Strengthened with all might, according to his glorious power, unto all patience and longsuffering with joyfulness;

18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence. 

19 For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell; 

20 And, having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven.
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1 Thessalonians
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4 But you, brethren, are not in darkness, that that day should overtake you as a thief. 

5 You are all the children of light, and the children of the day: we are not of the night, nor of darkness. 

6 Therefore let us not sleep, as do others; but let us watch and be sober.

2 (For the life was manifested, and we have seen it, and bear witness, and show unto you that eternal life, which was with the Father, and was manifested unto us;) 

3 That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you, that you also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ. 

4 And these things write we unto you, that your joy may be full. 

5 This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all. 

6 If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth. 

7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanse us from all sin. 

8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 

9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.

CHAPTER 2

7 Brethren, I write no new commandment unto you, but an old commandment which you had from the beginning. The old commandment is the word which you have heard from the beginning. 

8 Again, a new commandment I write unto you, which thing is true in him and in you: because the darkness is past, and the true light now shines. 

9 He that says he is in the light, and hates his brother, is in darkness even until now. 

10 He that loves his brother abides in the light, and there is none occasion of stumbling in him.

15 Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwells in him, and he in God. 

16 And we have known and believed the love that God has to us. God is love; and he that dwells in love dwells in God, and God in him. 

CHAPTER 5

1 Whosoever believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every one that loves him that begat loves him also that is begotten of him. 

2 By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments. 

3 For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous. 

4 For whatsoever is born of God overcomes the world: and this is the victory that overcomes the world, even our faith.

5 Who is he that overcomes the world, but he that believes that Jesus is the Son of God?

6 This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that bears witness, because the Spirit is truth. 

7 For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.
